Dear Members of the Joint Committee on Finance, 

The Food Security Initiative was developed in early 2020 at the onset of the pandemic to ensure food insecure
residents in rural, urban, and Tribal Nations were able to receive relief from hunger. Through this initiative, which
was temporarily funded with CARES Act and ARPA dollars, Feeding Wisconsin acted as a passthrough entity to
purchase local Wisconsin commodities and distribute them statewide. 

Unfortunately, food insecurity remains an issue for 7.2% of Wisconsinites, including 12.6% of Wisconsin children.
Regional food banks and pantries are experiencing a 30-45% increase in demand, and are anticipating a surge in
need as extra COVID FoodShare benefits will end in early 2023.

Feeding Wisconsin supports an investment of $20 Million over the 2023-2025 biennium to connect Feeding
Wisconsin’s network of food banks and pantries with Wisconsin producers to continue to provide Wisconsin grown

food to families experiencing food insecurity. 

A state funded food bank purchasing program would increase the capacity of food banks and pantries to procure,
store, and distribute nutrient-dense locally grown food to low-income Wisconsinites who need it. This program
would also allow for flexibility and local decision making over the types of food needed by local communities and in
the local operation of food distribution organizations (allowing for choice shopping models as well as pre-boxed
foods). Increased access to nutritious food can help reduce healthcare costs associated with food insecurity.
